Minutes of 2008 AGM

Matters Arising

There were no further complaints about home players playing in club night and a match.  

Badminton England affiliation had been mandated for all clubs, beginning in 2008.  Clubs were reminded that only one B.E fee is payable but a player must pay the county fee for each county they play in. It was agreed that all clubs would register for season 2009-0.

The B.E coach has now left Wycombe; Bucks CBA will still offer free coaching for affiliated clubs.

Chairman’s Report

The Chairman said that 2008-9 had passed without any problems and thanked the committee.

Bridge Park had joined the league but will not enter in 2009-10.

Treasurer’s Report

There was a deficit for the year of £294.79 compared to a deficit of £64.66 the previous year. 

The league subscriptions will be kept at £13 per team

Results Secretaries’ Report

Ladies:  

Division 1 had been won by Wycombe and Division 2 by Chalfont Monday. 

Results reporting had been better but rearranged matches were not always notified to Kate.

Mens:  

Allison reported that the winners of the divisions were Bridge Park and Chalfont Eagles.  Only one match was conceded.  There were 11 cases of a team fielding 2 pairs, one division 1 team did this 3 times.
Mixed:

Division 1 was one by Wycombe Originals. There were no conceded matches and no instances of clubs fielding 2 pairs. 

In division 2 no matches were conceded, two involved 2 pairs, Dragons won the division.

Division 3 was won by Chalfont Eagles. no matches were conceded and only 2 instances of 2 pairs.

Racquets won division 4. One match was conceded and there was only one instance when 2 pairs were fielded.

There were many rearranged matches

The division 1-2 Knockout was won by Bohemians, HCA won in division 3-4

Election of Officers

The existing committee were re-elected en bloc. 

Any Other Business

The meeting still wanted there to be an end of season event. The committee will investigate options other than a quiz night.
