6. Weekend play – rule 7 Inter-league competition reads as follows:
The earliest starting time that 'home' clubs can insist upon starting play is as follows: 

a. Monday to Friday inclusive: 19:30 hours. 

b. Saturday and Sunday: by mutual agreement. 

Earlier times may be arranged for (a) by mutual agreement between clubs at the time the fixture is arranged.
Chiltern Feathers BC have proposed the following addition: 
“Clubs must be offered some weekday options for each match at the fixtures meeting.”
The CADBA Committee is not in favour of this proposal, believing the date on which a match is played is a matter for the two clubs concerned and, as such, does not wish to adopt a rule that potentially restricts the dates that can be offered.
7. Cup matches

The dates by which each round has to be completed are shown on the Cup draw, issued by the Committee. It is proposed that for 2013/14 season, specific weeks will be nominated as being “Cup weeks” (which will be notified at the Fixture Meeting), such that clubs will be required to play any Cup match that they are involved in during the Cup week. In the event of league matches being arranged in a Cup week, the cup match will take precedence.
8. Election of Committee to serve in 2013/14 – a vacancy exists for the position of Ladies Results’ Secretary.

MINUTES OF 2012 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
The meeting was held on Wednesday 4th July at Gerrards Cross Community Centre.

Minutes of 2011 AGM
The minutes of the 2011 AGM were accepted as an accurate record of that meeting.  
Chairman’s Report
The Chairman said that 2011-12 had passed without any problems and thanked the Committee.
Treasurer’s Report
There was a surplus £62.72 for the year of compared to a surplus of £109.73 the previous year. 

As running costs are increasing, subscriptions for 2012/13 will be £15.00 per team.
Results Secretaries’ Report
Mens:  
Wycombe Originals won Division 1; there were no conceded matches, on 3 occasions only two pairs played. 

Chiltern Feathers won Division 2; there were no conceded matches or instances of two pairs.  The bottom of both divisions was decided on rubbers.
Ladies:  
Division 1 was won by Bohemians, two matches were conceded

Dragons won Division 2, no matches were conceded.
Mixed:  
Division 1 was won by Wycombe Originals. Isis B won Division 2. Division 3 was won by HCA on superior rubbers won. 2 matches were conceded well before the arranged date.Two knockout quarter finals were conceded.  Scotts Hill won the final by 7 points.

League Rules
Russell Page raised the problem that it was possible for a team to win a division by virtue of conceded matches. After a discussion the meeting decided not to amend the rules.

Chiltern Feathers proposed that clubs who play most home matches at the weekend must offer a weekday alternative.  The meeting recognised that there may not be sufficient venues for this to happen also that such a change could not be implemented quickly.  At the meeting 5 clubs were in favour of the change and 4 against.  Representatives were asked to take the matter back to their clubs.  Mike Robinson suggested that clubs could make individual arrangements at the fixture meeting.
Election of Officers
The committee was re-elected en bloc. 
Any Other Business 
The Buck CBA chairman told us that there were 67 teams and 2000 players registered. The county seniors had a good season.  He asked clubs to promote No Strings Badminton and Play Badminton.  He reminded the meeting that funding to assist the training of new coaches is available and that the free coaching for clubs is to continue.
